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Recently, the Chair of the Board asked the Ministry 
of Education for a “New Deal” that would see 

funding adjusted to address true operating costs in 
the City of Toronto and the unique populations we 

serve. Do you support this request?

The Board has asked the Ministry of Education to 
reimburse the $70.1 million TDSB spent during 

COVID-19 to implement government and Toronto 
Public Health directives that were critical to 
keeping students and staff safe. These funds 

would eliminate the TDSB’s budget deficit and 
reinvestments could also be made in priority 

areas. Do you support this request? 

Though not directly part of the TDSB’s core 
mandate of Kindergarten to Grade 12, the 
Board has historically supported life-long 

learning such as General Interest and Seniors’
