	Guest from Business Development – Use of Signage/Banners to Advertise External Programs – Susanna Siou, Manager, Business Development
	Susanna Siou referenced Operating Procedure 507 and Policy 041 regarding Advertising; Business Development would review requests of potential ads, review what type of relationship TDSB has with agency making request, Business Development does not approve or disapprove requests but will review the content of potential promotional material to make sure that it conforms with TDSB policy, they will provide the school Principal with a recommendation so the Principal can make an informed final decision.

What is the turn around time for reviewing ads? If information is sent directly to Business Development then turn around time is 48 hours to acknowledge receipt and to 1 week (5 business days) for review.

Process:  If there is a Memo of Understanding then the external agency has a formal relationship with the TDSB; the agency would make their request directly to Business Development; existing partners do not need to complete a request form; the flyer or banner is just submitted.
Permit groups have applied to become formal partners with the TDSB however have not been successful; need to speak with the Educational Partnership Office; Permit holders often do not have a formal memo of understanding with the TDSB therefore have no formal relationship with TDSB.

CUSAC is concerned that cited timeline is not the reality; would like process reviewed so small groups without MOUs are not at a disadvantage.

The intent of having Business Development make the review is to protect students from too much advertising and to ensure that all advertising conforms to TDSB policy.

	City of Toronto Sport Plan
	Heather Mitchell reported that the plan as presented went through committee and will be going to City Council on October 2; it is a 5-year plan and there will be a lot of work to do once it is approved; working on creating a reference group and have individual terms of reference.  Main points of plan are that it has 3 pillars – 1. focus on how Parks, Recreation and Forestry can improve programming; 2. improve interface for public and private activities (capacity building); 3. support for Fit for Life capacity and programming

PSI Operational Guidelines

Priority remains making programs free to community;

Issues identified: Review of the bottom line amount; use of space for tournaments; some spaces are not used/booked; how do you qualify for PSI. Non-PSI groups can apply for permits once the 34K limit of permit use is reached for the PSI permits – once this limit is reached PSI groups can pay for space – permits on weekend are never covered through PSI funding; need to speak to the PSI office to locate available space; basketball is most popular use for PSI space in gyms; this past summer there was some changes in school locations for PSI space to allow for repairs and cleaning; try to put 2-3 camps together to maximize use of PSI space in larger schools

Child Care Change

Change in operationalization of Child Care Policy, if children under 12 will be participating as a spectator in a permit activity there is a spectator category to indicate this; there have been no known delays in starting permits at this time; may need to remove the age group next year; is the MOE micromanaging? MOE are approving TDSB permits; designating exemption of groups as child care operators; is there value to write the Chair of the Board to bring a motion to Board to ask MOE to “butt out”; City of Toronto Council approved that Children Services would not authorize Sports and Rec providers this year; the City of Toronto should play a role; some PSI folks said they won’t run their programs instead of seeking child care exemption; the implication is that there might be a lose of programming for this age groups as parents will keep children at home 
Should Co-Chair Chris Glover and Ugonma Ekeanyanwu depute to PSSC and Chris Glover will work on a motion? Need to be careful with deputing as the outcome might be that some children’s groups won’t be able to run so a gap in programming for children will be created. Will discuss further before decision

	Bussing is working, thanks to the work done by the Director
Equity initiative will be updated next meeting

Sports partnerships – field working group; there is a pilot starting in Etobicoke Centre where all sports clubs are invited to contribute extra money; in return contributing clubs will get first right of refusal and this year the focus is on baseball fields/diamonds; Richard Christie is leading this pilot.  Issues: How to keep the diamonds maintained? Increase fees to permit use baseball diamonds, perhaps purchase a field mower for approx. $90,000 and maintain all the diamonds and mow every 6 days; need to maintain equity of access; CUSAC concerned this may push out local groups unable to fund improvements
Suspending School Resource Officer (SRO) program across the whole board at both the elementary and secondary level; Black Lives Matter feels that the TDSB is policing black students; SRO is for student safety and to build relationships with police;  was initially a response to the shooting of Jordan Manners; some students feel unsafe going into schools with SROs present – illegal immigrants or carding; good things happen as well i.e. Officer Rich in Etobicoke has his own garage and help students interested in cars get a job, an example of building positive relationships; this program is currently under review
