Resurrecting the Aquatic Working Group - Heather Mitchell on

Heather Mitchell has received many requests to resurrect the
aquatic working group; Heather has spoken to Daryl Sage, TLC
and the agreement is to work collaboratively; there is a
movement in the southeast area of the city at SH Armstrong
pool and City Council may decide to keep the pool operational.

Facilities Master Plan and Toronto Sports Plan is going to City

Chris Glover is supportive of the
pool initiative however unclear if resurrecting the aquatic
working group is the most appropriate approach as this may
take a long time; suggestion is not to involve CUSAC and maybe
create an independent group.

Heather Mitchell will form the independent group and keep
CUSAC apprised. Luz Maria Pardo is in agreement and would
like to help bring pools back.

Steve Shaw indicated that the City is funding 29 pools; school
use during the school day and City to use in the evenings and
weekends. There is a notice to withdraw clause as long as one
of the parties give written notice; negotiations are still ongoing
for 2017-2022; the City has given us notice that they wish to give
back 3 pools; the total pool costs with TLC is approx. $11 million
to run and TDSB only receives approx. $8 million from the City
and TLC therefore TDSB is operating on a loss; the Board has the
ultimate say on what we do with the pools and this decision has
not occurred. City only funds where they are involved.

Permit Policy review update

The review is to be completed by June 2017; CUSAC
contribution is to provide input to document after staff has
reviewed; staff will share policy with CUSAC membership for
review; discuss at March meeting and finalize at April meeting;
changes are finally reflected on the website; there is a yearly CPI
increase that will be proposed to the Board and Kitty Leung will
bring to the April Board meeting for September

FAQ on website: do we need to update?
Kitty Leung suggests that if there are any proposals/suggestions
for the website to send them to her for review

Report on utilization of permit space: is capacity meeting demand?
Difficult to say; depends on staffing; the request for certain sites
may be directed to other locations; many factors need to be
reviewed; sometimes the requested time frame cannot be met;
suggestion is to only permit certain time blocks to be permitted
out example: 6:00-8:00 p.m. or 8:00-10:00 p.m. if a group wishes
to have the space from 7:00-8:30 they will need to book both
timeslots

Issue: how does the permit unit make the determination about
whether participant fees are minimal or not?

Permit unit is not able to check or police these permitting
groups and check the status of membership or financial
disbursements; definitions are provided on the fee schedule and
policy; some agree that there should be a charge especially for
non-residents. The purpose of the subsidy is to assist with the
permit costs not to assist with the total costs of running the
programmes.

Does the PSI designation prevent non-PSI qualifying programmes
from existing in the neighbourhood?

Yes and No, try to accommodate non-PSI groups to
neighbouring schools but this may not be possible; CUS is
always conducting outreach and groups come in throughout
the year to request gym/field use
