	Update on Climate Change Summit
	· The TDSB’s Climate Change Summit initially planned for June 12, 2019 will be postponed until the Fall of 2019. 
· In the interim, the Joint Management/Labour Committee will be meeting with staff from Facility Services in June to discuss energy management and to provide input on the TDSB’s energy conservation and demand management plan being prepared by staff.

	Single-Use-Plastics 
	· In June 2018, ESCAC made a recommendation to PSSC that the distribution of single-use plastic water bottles and straws be discontinued at the TDSB.
· At it’s June 6, 2018 meeting, PSSC recommended that the following recommendation be referred back to staff in September 2018: that the distribution of single use plastic items water bottles and straws be discontinued at the TDSB.

· In September 2018, staff provided PSSC with a verbal update and committed to reporting back to the committee in the Fall of 2019. 
· At it’s June 5, 2019 meeting, ESCAC provided the following feedback:

· Attendees expressed strong criticism regarding the process that has been undertaken to discontinue the distribution of single-use plastics at the TDSB and the length of time it has taken to address ESCAC’s initial recommendation. 
· The existing Board motion appears to have a comma missing that would separate “single use items, water bottles and straws”, resulting in an ambiguous interpretation. Staff will confirm correct wording with Board Services. 

· Staff report should remain focused on the opportunities to discontinue the distribution of single use plastic items, straws and water bottles. 
· Other channels in which plastic is brought into the system should remain out of scope for the purposes of the report. This will ensure the report stays focused on the intent of ESCAC’s initial motion and does not become overly complex.
· Making changes to snack programs has the potential to have a big impact.

· Black plastic would be something to explore in the future as it is currently not recyclable in Toronto – where is it, and how is it getting into schools?
· Successful elimination of single-use plastics will require a multi-pronged approach. Education should be at the forefront.
