•	 Woodbine Middle School Cricket Team won the TDSB North Championship and came in second place in the City Finals.
•	 AY Jackson Secondary School Chess Team won first place in the Northview TDSB Finals.
•	 AY Jackson also hosted the first-ever official TDSB Lunar New Year celebration and concert.
•	 We pushed forward 57 individual capital projects in 23 Ward 13 schools to upgrade and improve school grounds, play 
equipment, parking lots, and school buildings so our students can have a better environment to learn.

I am also thrilled to share the recently launched 2024-28 Multi-Year Strategic Plan (MYSP), which was developed through 
extensive collaboration and focuses on high achievement, student well-being, and accountability. We are committed to 
excellence and addressing the unique needs of each student. 

We are also developing a new Cell Phone/Mobile Device Use in Schools Policy, aimed at enhancing student success, 
belonging, and well-being. A pre-consultation was conducted earlier this spring to gather feedback from school and 
community partners, ensuring the policy will meet legislative requirements and align with best practices.
